What are Research and IHE Collaboration Grants?

An ABC-UBI activity to provide small grants directly to researchers and students to help support research, program evaluation and collaboration efforts in Utah’s target districts and sites. 

Who can apply for the Research Grants?

Graduate students who are working with University faculty members on the ABC-UBI Research and Policy Council are eligible to apply for the grants.

How do I apply?

Applications are accepted throughout the 2010-2011 academic school year (September 2010 through June 2011).  Grants will be awarded in increments of $100, with the maximum amount being $1000 per project/topic. 

The UBI-ABC State Implementation Team meets monthly; therefore you will be notified within 30 days of your application status. 

What can I use the funds for?

The approved funding can be used for purchasing curricula, materials or reinforcers needed for the project.  The funding can be used for a research assistant or training.  The funding may NOT be used to directly pay the primary researcher.  For additional ideas or questions, contact Heidi Mathie Mucha.

What do I need to do when I complete my project?
Upon completion of your project you are expected to share the results with the ABC-UBI network by writing an article for the Special Educator Journal and sharing your results at a Research and Policy meeting.   You may also want to share your results at the Spring Institute during the poster session.
